Ephesians 3:16-21 
- Power of the Holy Spirit at our disposal: Acts 1:8 

 
2. Focusing on identifying and strengthening strengths.  
 

- Each have a job to do: 1 Corinthians 12:14-20 
- Whatever you’ve been given, make the most of it:  

Matthew 25:14-30  
- Renew their strength: Isaiah 40:31 
 

3. Looking at people and the organization as possibilities for 
constant reinvention. 

 
- New creation: 2 Corinthians 5:17 
- Renew a right spirit within me: Psalm 51:10 
- Must be born again: John 3:3 
- Change and become like a child: Matthew 18:3-4 
- Renewal comes through Holy Spirit: Titus 3:4-8
